Pupil premium Expenditure and impact 2018-19

The pupil premium funding for the financial year 2018-19 was £54,420 and this contributed to CPD training, 1 to 1 phonics support, additional teaching time and support for emotional well being.

By the end of the year, 42 children were eligible for pupil premium which included 4 looked after children.

By the end of Reception three out of 4 eligible pupils reached a good level of development. The child that didn’t reach a good level of development was a Syrian refugee who was new to the country.
By the end of Year one, 5 out of 7 eligible children reached the phonics standard. The 2 eligible children that did not both have identified SEN.
By the end of Yr two, 4 out of 5 eligible children reached the phonics standard. The 1 eligible child that did not has significant special needs.
By the end of KS1 5 children were eligible. None reached expected standard in Reading, Writing or Maths. This will be a priority for them in Year 3.
By the end of KS2 progress for eligible children in Reading and writing was average but in Maths was stronger than the progress of all other children Nationally. 2 out of 6 children reached the expected standard in Reading and 3 in Writing and Maths. 2 out of the 4 children who didn’t reach expected standard in all subjects received SEN support throughout their time in school.
